
Electric Pallet Jack

them around warehouse locations. A lever is responsible for steering the pallet jack and it additionally
functions as a pump handle capable of raising the jack. A small handle located on the tiller allows the forks to
be lowered to the ground. When activated, this handle releases hydraulic fluid. There are front wheels located
inside the end of the forks which are mounted on levers. The pallet jack cylinder unites with linkage levers
that are attached to the fork levers This system enables the links to force the wheels down once the hydraulic
jack is raised at the end. The forks subsequently raise vertically above the front wheels to raise the load up
past the floor. To maintain safety, the pallet is only raised high enough to clear the floor for travel. Usually,
pallet jacks have steering wheels located at the front of the machine, while each fork is equipped with a
single or double wheel design.

There is a platform on some models that lets the
operator stand during pallet transportation. There is a hand throttle on many models that moves the
equipment forwards or backward.

Steel pallets are an ideal choice for loads that are transported by logistic systems, items that
need to be put away for secure long-term dry storage, loads that require high-stacking options and superiorly
heavy loads. Metal pallets can be built from carbon steel, stainless steel and aluminum. Only one percent of
pallets are made from metal. The least expensive metal option is the carbon steel metal pallets which offer
superior durability. Stronger than wood or plastic, aluminum pallets are lightweight compared to other
materials. Aluminum pallets don’t have the rotting wood pallet issues or brittle plastic tendencies. Their
strength makes them the best choice for long-term-at-sea applications, outdoor storage and military transport.
